The Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan Steering Committee was called to order on Tuesday, December 14, 2004, 6:30 p.m. at the Roseville Civic Center. 

SILENT ROLL CALL

WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

Grace Keller asked that those in attendance introduce themselves. Grace reviewed the agenda and outlined the objectives of the meeting that were to review the critical facilities inventory, finalize the objectives, review the seismic risk assessment and severe weather risk assessment outline, and discuss the January public meetings. 

Grace asked if there were any changes to the minutes. Committee members Jerry Erickson, George Booth and Steve Pease suggested changes to the minutes. The Committee approved the November 16, 2004 Steering Committee minutes as amended.

CRITICAL FACILITIES DEFINITION
The Committee reviewed the draft Critical Facilities list distributed by staff. This list will be used as a master list for each section of the Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan in determining the risk to critical facilities of each natural and human-caused hazard. 

Julia Burrows mentioned that there are specific facilities that will not be on the list due to confidentiality issues. For example, the individual substation addresses will not be on the list that is distributed to the public due to concerns from Roseville Electric regarding security. 

Grace Keller stated that she wanted a confidentiality section or paragraph prepared by the Attorney’s Office for the document. Julia said she would keep a list of issues – including the public disclosure of potentially at risk facility locations – for the Attorney’s Office to review and prepare documentation to be included in the plan. 

The Committee members added several facilities to the list, including a substantial number of “Large Gathering Places” that meet the “catastrophic” portion of the critical facilities definition. These will be analyzed as part of the human-caused or terrorism section whereby if a disaster were to happen it would affect a large number of people.  

The amended critical facilities list is attached to these minutes as Attachment 1. The Committee discussed a threshold number set by Fire Department occupancy that would be used to include facilities that can hold a certain number of people. Mary Lou Pierce will check with the Fire Marshall on what the occupancy number might be for a facility to be included on the critical facilities list for human-caused and perhaps some of the natural hazard analysis. 

TABLE OF CONTENTS

Julia Burrows stated the Table of Contents was amended to add Human Health Hazards as Chapter 12 per the Committee’s recommendation of November 16th. The Human Health hazards to be evaluated include West Nile Virus, meningitis, and the plague. 

GOALS and OBJECTIVES FOR MULTI-HAZARD PLAN

Grace began the goals and objectives discussion by stating that last meeting we created a list of seven goals and we met in pairs to discuss the objectives that support each goal. Grace typed the list of Objective Statements under each goal and Rob Flaner narrowed the list down by first eliminating any Objective Statement that did not support at least three goals. He then combined and rewrote several of the 14 remaining objectives to further narrow the list to ten Objective Statements. 

The Committee reviewed Table 3 in the handout entitled Objectives and agreed that the revised Objective Statements were acceptable with tow revisions. Julia Burrows stated that none of the objectives seemed to specifically call out the natural environment or natural resource protection. Kim Kelley suggested the amendments to Objective Statements 7 and 8 shown in the table below. The Committee agreed unanimously to accept the Objective Statements as revised.

SEISMIC RISK ASSESSMENT

Julia distributed the draft seismic risk assessment to the Committee. She noted that data is still being generated by the Building Division and the GIS mapping staff.   The next version for the January meeting will include the data and a new run of the seismic analysis prepared by the Greenhorne and O’Mara seismic consultant. 

SEVERE WEATHER RISK ASSESSMENT

Julia distributed the outline for the Severe Weather Risk Assessment. This is very preliminary and again, additional data will be completed before the January public meetings. Comments on the draft from the Committee are welcome.  

JANUARY PUBLIC MEETINGS

Grace referred everyone to the checklist or task list from the October meeting that shows the progress on the plan. She said that by January there will be substantial progress on the plan and that it is suggested that the Committee hold a public meeting on January 18th specific to the Human-caused Hazard section that will be held at the same time as the regular meeting – 6:30 to 8:30. 

She then suggested that the Committee conduct an Open House on January 19th to discuss each of the natural hazards. The Fire Training Center will be the location and there will be a table for each hazard. The consultants and staff as well as Committee members would staff the tables and the public could just drop in to learn about the Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan efforts. The City’s consultant is also inviting FEMA, State OES, Placer County, and the Red Cross. CERT will also be represented. 

The Committee decided that the January 19th Open House would occur from 6 p.m. to 8 p.m. Grace asked that all Committee members commit to attending the Wednesday Open House for at least an hour. 

The Committee discussed at length ways to advertise both the January 18th public meeting and the January 19th Open House and developed the following list:

1. Presentation at Council on January 5, 2005 under public comment

2. Flyers home with students at the schools

3. Church bulletins

4. City website

5. Autodialer – Teleminder recorded message to call all residents

6. High School extra credit assignments for government classes

7. Homework lines – extra credit assignment

9. e-mail the On-Line Citizens Advisory Panel and invite them to the meetings

10. Ads in the newspapers 

11. Movie theater screen ads

Staff will contact the appropriate agencies to make sure that the public invite is widespread.

ACTIONS ITEMS FOR NEXT MEETING
Grace Keller reviewed the list of action items for the January meeting. 

1. Gas Line Concern – The issue regarding the potential for exposed utility lines along creek beds during a flood or other disaster is no longer a concern following a conversation between Jerry Erickson and City staff.

2. Minutes - November minutes to be amended with Jerry Erickson’s comments. 

3. Critical Facilities List – The critical facilities list will be updated with the Committee’s suggestions. 

4. Fire Department Occupancy – Mary Lou will speak with staff in the Fire Department to determine the occupancy numbers for the large gathering places on the critical facilities list. 

5. Modifications to Objective Statements 7 & 8 – The objectives will be modified in all future reports to reflect the Committee changes. 

6. Public outreach for January meetings – Staff will work with the appropriate media outlets and agencies to advertise the January public meetings.  

The next meeting will be the Human-Caused Hazards public meeting scheduled for Tuesday, January 18, 2005 from 6:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. in Civic Center Meeting Rooms 1 and 2.  

PUBLIC COMMENT

Bobbi Knapp complimented the Chair on how well organized the meeting was and thanked the Committee for allowing her to attend.
